Nuclear criteria set by Energy Ministry 

 The Turkish agency dealing with nuclear energy matters opened discussions on the criteria for the nuclear plant to be built in Turkey in a meeting yesterday with the participation of the energy minister. Minister Hilmi Güler said the government will start the process on Feb. 21 with the launch of an international tender.  

Turkey's nature to get protection

Within the Geological Heritage National Inventory Protocol, Turkey’s natural geological areas will be determined and the necessary parts will be declared 'geo parks.' Officials say Turkey is one of the world’s richest countries in terms of geological structures and when the inventory is prepared; such structures will gain protection status.

NGO to raise funds for nature 

In an effort to protect Turkey's environment, the Doğa (Nature) Association and the United Nations Development Programme (UNDP) founded “Turkey's Nature Fund.”  The private sector is expected to invest in the project in order to save the country's environment, the Doğa Association said in a statement yesterday. The aim is to stop the extinction of natural habitats and living species in Turkey by 2010. The program is also supported by nature magazine Atlas and the Environment and Forestry Ministry. 

Firms line up to exploit Bodrum’s garbage 

Bodrum municipalities give 56 firms that want to build a solid waste treatment facility a two-week period to submit proposals. Foreign firms are lining up to treat tons of waste created in the Aegean resort town of Bodrum, a two-and-a-half hour drive south of İzmir, proposing to convert the waste into biodiesel and electricity for the region. A total of 56 firms are interested in treating the waste and the mayor of Bodrum region during a meeting Sunday decided to call on them to submit their final proposals within two weeks. 

Mystery scum on Marmara Sea 
The “film” as scientists are calling the gelatinous mass covering large parts of the Sea of Marmara was first observed by locals on Oct. 18. It was analyzed by both the Scientific and Research Council of Turkey's (TÜBİTAK) Marmara Research Center and Istanbul University's Marine Science Institute. Both reached different conclusion as to the source of budding pollution but the latest analysis by Istanbul University experts holds the mass floating atop the sea about 100 kilometers east of Istanbul is composed of dead jellyfish called Leptomedusea. 

Protest for to save Kaz mountains 
A protest titled “The Kaz Mountains Are Ours” aiming to draw attention to the damage caused by the use of cyanide in the region's gold-mining activities was organized by the Onsekiz Mart University (ÇOMÜ) Tourism Group in the Marmara city of Çanakkale. The protestors say the region’s agriculture will perish as a result of the mining activities
Environmental demonstration ended in Ankara

The marching from seven different cities towards Ankara which was initiated by TURÇEP (Turkish Environmental Platform) ended in front of the Ministry of Environment. The group coming from Artvin, Düzce-Akçakoca, Çanakkale, Çorlu, Hatay, Mersin-Silifke and Konya protested with the slogan ‘For a Sustainable Life’ against the Mining Law and selling of forest grounds.

Sahil Yenice Village is against the phosphate factory

Sahil Yenice Village of Bandırma is protesting against the “phosphate enriching factory” that is going to be built in their village by a private company.

Demonstrations are to take place all around Turkey

There will be demonstrations in Ankara, İzmir and İstanbul next week to draw attention to climate change and force the government to ratify the Kyoto Protocol. The energy policies of the government, i.e. the nuclear power plant bill that has been approved by the president, will be protested by the group as well.

A call from the Prince to fight against ‘global warming’

Prince Charles, at a meeting in the Koç Museum, draw attention to global warming and the disappearing rain forests and said that “ If we don’t act right now we will lose this fight.”

The wind is to light up tall buildings

Researchers from the Middle East Technical University has been working on a project that enables wind turbines to light up multi storey buildings and skyscrapers. The 15 % of the electricity need could be provided from these turbines.
Risk of erosion in Central Anatolia
The risk of erosion that first came out years ago in the four neighbor cities of Central Anatolia Kayseri, Kırşehir, Nevşehir and Niğde is now claimed to be rising due to global climate change. The facts show that while 60% of soil was affected from erosion ten years ago the ratio is 70% percent nowadays.

The ultimate treatment

Bursa Chamber of Commerce and Industry has pioneered in a water treatment process in Turkey that generates water from the Nilüfer Brook which had been polluted by hazardous waste. The treated water has a quality close to pure water.

The Association of Organized Industry in Van built a biological compact treatment plant to prevent the lake from pollution

The production facilities in Van Organized Industry District used to discharge their waste to Lake Van through Moralı Creak. The board of the Association of Organized Industry built a biological compact treatment plant to prevent the direct discharge of waste to the lake.

Waste oils that cause water pollution will be collected by the municipality

Yalova Çiftlikköy Municipality will be collecting waste vegetable oils from households and offices in the New Year to be used in bio-diesel production.

Organized refuse collection plant will be built in Düzce

Düzce Municipality Mayor Mehmet Keleş had a visiting committee from Austria that came for the construction of an organized refuse collection plant to the city. Keleş mentioned that the negotiations with the Austrian group had been going on for a while and that the preliminary work for the location of the solid waste treatment plant had ended.

Waste film material will be recycled

A project to treat hazardous chemical wastes that come from the materials used in photography and film industry has been developed. Mustafa Tuluk, a photographer from Çorum, developed this project in order to protect the environment.

The location for the solid waste treatment plant in Kilis had been spotted

The Kilis Municipality Mayor Mehmet Abdi Bulut pointed out that the location for the solid waste treatment plant had been spotted, the feasibility studies ended and that they reached the construction stage.
