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Biodiversity of Turkey 
Biodiversity of Turkey on the net. Turkey's rich fauna and flora is being digitally stored on a single web site. The Noah's Ark Biodiversity Database, which is available on www.nuhungemisi.gov.tr  is Turkey's first such database and risks faced by various species, habitats, populations and biodiversity will be monitored as well. The database, digitally inaugurated by environment and forestry minister Veysel Eroğlu this month, is expected to contribute to the protection of national biodiversity and identification of significant national biodiversity components. The effects of climate change on turkey's biodiversity can also be monitored through the database. The web site will allow data entry by all users including the general public, scientists and organizations via the internet and will gather all data on Turkey’s biodiversity for the first time under the same roof. The database is expected to be complete next march. Home to a rich fauna and flora, Turkey is one of the significant countries of Europe and the Middle East in terms of biological diversity. Seven regions of Turkey all display different flora and fauna characteristics.
National water strategy should be prepared 
In the report called "Irrigation and water resource with a focus on irrigation prioritisation and management - July 2006", very important information and evaluations are given about Turkey’s water resources and water management. In this report also a recommendation is given “world bank can help the government to make a conference about new water regulation and related institutions to be built.
Second santral is a murder
Muğla environment volunteer and women support platform member  Gaye Cön Sakar said that the thermic santral in Muğla is causing a pollution in Gökova arm. Santrals wastewater is causing gökova’s water to warm up and pollutes it so second santral would be murder.

Bursa is breathing poison 
In the research with in the context of air quality monitoring project, it is determined that the air pollution in bursa is 6 times higher than the EU criteria. Dr. Michaela Kendall who is working in Uludağ University also emphasized that DIE (Turkish Statistical Institute) declared Bursa as one of the most air polluted cities in Turkey. 
2008 Aims for Environment 
In government’s 2008 program, aims for the environment are underlined. According to the program, to comply with the EU environmental regulations, the responsibility of Ministry of environment and forestry will be enlarged. Climate change issue will be important and some more detailed research will be done in this topic, also climate change scenarios will be developed. And the precautions for them will be taken. 
Aegean shaken by series of quakes

Six earthquakes have rocked the Aegean region since the early hours of Friday morning. Following two earthquakes with magnitudes of 5.3 and 4.5 on the Richter scale, which occurred in the Aegean Sea early in the morning another medium-sized quake shook the region at 9:11 a.m. Boğaziçi University's Kandilli Observatory and Earthquake Research Institute reported six earthquakes had shaken the region since 3:43 a.m. 

Further quakes with magnitudes of 3.0 at 5:24 a.m., 3.1 at 6:02 a.m., 4.5 at 9:07 a.m. and 5.2 at 9:11 a.m. followed. The last earthquake had a magnitude of 3.0 and occurred at 9:49 a.m. Reports said there had been 25 earthquakes until Friday afternoon. 
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
