In our city, the sun energy is used for water heatind. In the recent years, it is intensively benefited from sun energy in the residential areas. There is not any study on the annual consummation rate of sun energy. In the city center, measurements related with the sunning durations were made. As seen from the below table, the monthly average sunning duration of our city is maximum 9,6 hours in July  and minimum 3,3 hours in January and December.

· Wind
The wind energy measures are held by General Directorate of State Meteorology Works. The construction of low speed wind generators, as well as the results of the measures held in some regions, has revealed that there can be wind potential to be benefited from. In the stations in our city, the direction and velocity of the wind are determined. The annual average velocity of wind is determined as 0.950 m/sec.

· Biomass 
Biogas is a flammable gas derived from the fermentation of fertilizer, vegetable waste and similar organic wastes in non-aerobic ambiance. 
The Biomass definition is generally a method to obtain energy by converting the urban and industrial wastes, vegetable products, animal and forestry wastes. 
In our city no biogas is exploited but biomass is exploited in a small ratio. For example, nutshell, cottonseed and  corn wastes are used for heating. Dung is used in great quantities in the villages as dried animal dung (as fuel). The amount of the wood produced in 2005 solely by Gaziantep Chief Office of Forestry Administration (attached to Kilis town) is   5088 m3. The amount of the forestry products produced in Islahiye town are given in below.

Water Resources 
· Drinking Water Resources and Dams 
In our city in total, together with all towns and village municipalities, water of 11.027 lt/sec is consummated. Furthermore, 800 lt/sec of spring water, which is not used, is flowing to stream basins.  Thus, the existing consumable water limit is determined as; 11.827 lt/sec. This figure is exclusive of the village drinking waters and wells belonging to persons.   The resources from which the total of 11.827 lt/sec drinking water need is supplied are 43 in number; 21 of which are Drilling Wells, 20 Spring Water and 2 Dam Lakes. 
From Kartalkaya Dam Lake Baraj Gölünden 8.000 lt/sec water is supplied to our city center while 1.000 lt/sec is supplied from local resources ( which in total is 9.000 lt/sec).  
350 lt/sec of the drinking water out of 410 lt/sec  provided to Nizip town is supplied from  Birecik Dam lake and the other part from natural resources. 825 lt/sec out of the total of of 1.617 lt/sec used by other municipalities is provided from natural resources and 792 lt/sec from drilling wells.

Mineral Resources 
· Industrial Minerals 
There are mineral reserves in our city but there is not any mineral enterprise worth for being operated economically. There are clay and chalk, raw materials of cement. There are one Cement Factory and limited numbers of limekilns processing these minerals. Moreover, there are some quarries in several places of our city, where motorway  substructure materials are provided. 
· Metallic Minerals
In our city, in terms of metallic minerals, there are chromate beds in Islahiye town, where the chromates are embedded in ophiolite. They are operated with primitive methods and not of economical value. 
· Energy Minerals
In our city here are no energy raw material reserves such as asphalt, lignite, petroleum, natural steam, cola, bituminous schist.

· Natural Materials Subject to Quarry Regulation 
In the city, natural sand-gravel kilns and quarries are established in order to meet the construction and infrastructure needs. There are three quarries; in Şahinbey town, Kurtuluş, Bağlarbaşı and Mazmahor villages. There are two loan kilns in Zeytinli and Kapçağız villages without any activity. 
There is not mineral administration in our city. However, there are some mineral exploration works where explosives are not used. Explorations are held through seismic and drilling methods and so intensive destruction is prevented. In the place where woodcutting is required, it is tried to minimize the loss by obtaining the permission of Regional Directorates of Forestry. 
WEATHER (ATMOSPHERE AND CLIMATE)
Gaziantep is located at the vanishing point of Mediterranean Region and Southeast Anatolia Region and between 36° 28' and 38° 01' east longitudes and 36° 38' and 37° 32' north latitudes. Its altitude is 855 meters and the distribution of the provincial lands due to surface structures is: mountains 51.9%, savannas 26.9%, plateaus 19.0%, and uplands 2.2%. It consists of many pottery basins and low hills and is located in Southeast Anatolia region which is a fairly high plateau.   

While temperate semi continental climate type of Mediterranean climate is observed in the south and west of Gaziantep, in the city center and its surroundings, especially in east and north sections, properties of temperate continental climate are seen. The passing of the region from temperate climate to continental climate is arising from the geographical and topographical properties of the region. 
When the wind velocity of our city for 2006 is compared, maximum wind velocity is observed as 70,0 m/sec from NNV (northwest) in April. 
The average actual pressure in Gaziantep in 2006 is 930,7 milibar. The pressure difference between November and January in our city is 3,0 milibar. The reason of such pressure difference is the seasonal temperature change and effects of different pressure systems. 
The average relative humidity in our city in 2006 is 76,5 %. There is not a most foggy day in 2006There were days of humidity in every month. (Table 2) The number of stormy days ( it is called stormy day when the wind velocity is  17,2 m/sec or more): In our city no stormy day is experienced fo many years.  
The hottest month in Gaziantep is August and the coldest month is December and January. The distance of our city to the seam is 140 km and the altitude is 855 m. The average temperature in August is 37.6C.

The fall amount in our city is 545.7 kg/m² dir. The number of the days having fall in Gaziantep is measured as 77.
TOURISM
Gaziantep and its surroundings are located in Mesopotamia and Mediterranean, where the first civilizations of the history was occurred. Therefore, Gaziantep has been the habitation and visitation area of the human population since prehistoric eras. The passage of historical Silk Road from this city and being at the vanishing point of roads, kept the importance and vitality of the city.  Furthermore, it has directed the civilization history and also today and kept its property as being the center of culture and commerce in all periods. 
Tourism Types:

Hunting Tourism
Gaziantep is a rich city in terms of hunting tourism. Similarly, partridge, black francolin , wild duck and wild goose are hunted in huge amounts near the river Euphrates.  Near Tahtaköprü Dam Lake of Gaziantep Islahiye town, there are hunting animals such as haze grouse , partridge, black francolin, wild duck, wild goose, owl, pigeon, sparrow, bee eaters, wild pig. Moreover, some hunting animals living in the forests near the city are; partridge, black francolin, fox, owl, rabbit, wild duck, wild goose, water birds, haze grouse, hedgehog, wild pig and quail. 
Wind Surf 
In the city there is no wind surfing opportunity. 
Air Sports 
Near Akyokuş location at Nurdağı town Sakçagözü village, paragliding can be made for training purposes.
Cycling 
It is possible to make cycling tours at Burç Forests, Dülükbaba Forests and 100. Yıl Atatürk Kültür Park, in the city. 
Horsing /Trekking 
Near Rumkale at the shores of the river Euphrates and shores of the river Euphrates and Merziman stream as well as Sofdağı and Hızır uplands horsing and trekking are possible.  Moreover, there will be routes for horsing in Burç Forest the recreation project of which was made. 
Streams 
In our city there is no stream available for rafting. 

Trekking

Hızır Uplands (Amanos Mountains), Sof Dağı Uplands (Sof Mountains), near Rumkale, shores of river Euphrates, Dülük forests and burç forests are convenient for trekking. 
Fishing 
Şahinbey Burç Pond, Tahtaköprü Dam lake, Hancağız dam lake, Alleben pond and shores of river Euphrates are available for fishing. 
Youth Tourism 
There is a huge potential in Gaziantep for Youth Tourism and various opportunities are developed fro the request of high tourism demands of young people. In the city, there is 10 % discount for young people at the facilities with Tourism Management License.  They have the chance to benefit from hostels of Loan and Hostels Organization on school holidays against a low price. Within the frame of the Tourism Week celebrations held between 15-22 April each year by Provincial Directorate of Tourism, sightseeing tours are organized for young people. Within the 100. Yıl Atatürk Kültür Park in Gaziantep, there are cycling routes, play grounds and trekking routes as well as entertainment centers. Moreover, young people can enjoy the nature in Dülükbaba Forests. Similarly, there are internet cafes, small cinemas and a bowling center in the city. 
Gaziantep, the biggest city of Southeast Anatolia Region and the 6th biggest city in Turkey, is a metropolis in terms of its population, economical potential and Metropolitan Municipality Status. The central flow of land and railways connecting the Southeast Anatolia to Mediterranean and Middle East gets intense in Gaziantep. Gaziantep,  ¼  of which consists of agricultural savannas and some part of which is watered by the river Euphrates, is a very rich agriculture region with the cultivation of economically precious industrial  plants such as pistachio, olive, cotton, grapes, red pepper and linen  and cereals such as lentil, wheat, barley. Gaziantep, which is the basis of the GAP (Southeast project) development with its industrial and commercial volume as being the entrance gate of GAP geographically, is one of the ancient centers reflecting the culture of human population and dates back to 4000 BC. Gaziantep, with the memories of Independence War, its uplands, savannas, historical places, delicious kitchen, unique handcrafts, monuments, inns, baths, castles, mosques, historical schools, churches, castles and the baklava named after it and pistachio and the energy and warmth of its people, is the land of veterans where the past and future live together as one. 
WATER POLLUTION 
There are studies for the prevention of the pollution of the drinking and usage water resources in our city. The Burç Pond in  Şahinbey town is taken under protection with the decision of Provincial Local Environment Board and used as drinking water resource. For the protection of Birecik dam lake basin which provides drinking water to Nizip town, the studies are still going on together with the Şanlıurfa Regional Directorate of GAP Regional Development Administration. Upon the completion of the treatment facility project which will cover three organized industrial region with a capacity of 90.000 m3/day, the negative effects on the drinking and usage water of 22 villages in Nizip town will be removed. 
The Nizip Town Treatment Facility which was completed in 2001 is at testing stage and by this the treatment of domestic, commercial and industrial waste water shall be performed by the most economical ways.  Moreoever, with the project the Hancağız dam lake will be cleaned and an area of 12.800 ha will benefit from better watering possibilities. 
AIR POLLUTION 
The intensive migration to our city brought in the unplanned and irregular urbanization.  Since our city is developed in terms of industry, the people migrating from the rural parts of the neighboring cities due to economical reasons have a significant share in the city population. Since the urbanization is not planned, the infrastructure is not sufficient.  Due to the non-qualified fuel used by the families with lower economic power, the air pollution in the city has importantly risen but taken under control by the measures of our Directorates. As a result of this, it is stepped back to row 3 from row 2 in the pollution listing. The problems arising from the migration to our city is trying to be solved. 
There are no natural gas studies in our city. It is free to trade coal for which permission of the Governorship is obtained and which are concordant with the circular standard of our Ministry. Moreover, Moreover, the use and sales of petro-coal as prohibited by the circular of our Ministry and our controls for the prevention of entrance and sales of the same in our city continue. 
For the maintenance of the air quality, there are air quality measurement stations in 3 different points in the city. Necessary measures are taken due to the measurements obtained from these stations. As a result of these measurements obtained in 2001 and 2002, it was seen that the air pollution rate in our city is not high. 
AGRICULTURE AND LIVESTOCK

In Gaziantep the land named as forest and thicket cover an area of 92.419 hectares and 15 % of the city area. These areas are the areas where the trees eligible for timber and other foresty products are dense or  few and the areas where there are short trees and bushes can be used as fuel but not eligible for timber production. The area of meadows in the city is 38.894 hectares with a ratio of 6% and livestock breeding is made on such areas. 
The area of the lands where there is no soil cover such as rocks and debris, river flood basins and reedy and slews and the lands of water surface and habitation areas, is 99.644 hectares and 16 % of the city area. In Gaziantep the area of several agricultural activities is 382.077 hectares with a ratio of 60%. 266.414 hectares ( 69,73 %) of these lands are separated for watery farming and 43.111 hectares of this constitutes the area eligible for watering. The  watering of 7.022 hectares of the watered land has been carried out by State Hydraulic Works (DSİ), 12.143 hectares by Directorate Private Provincial Administration and 23.946 hectares by people. 
In our city there are about 54.486 units cattle. The livestock of our city is generally carried out by individuals with 1-5 animals. In our city, there are 11.285 cattle of domestic race, 39.418 hybrid race and 6.783 culture race. No cattle export from our city is carried out. 
In our city there are 482.791 small cattle, 328.083 of which are sheep and 153.708 are goats, all formed from domestic race. There is not developed sheep race. The sheep livestock enterprises are made by individuals with 1-10 animals far from being an enterprise. In the city center there are breeding enterprises ( with 2000-3000 animals). In our city, the sheep breeding is generall made for meat production. 

In our city, there are 15 broiler poultry (for meat)  with a total capacity of 226.000 and 8 for egg production with a total capacity of 80.000. The products are consummated within the city and these products are slaughtered at Tad Tavukçuluk facilities. 
In our city, 4000 unit of inoculated pistachio tiller, 54.000 units of inoculated grape tillers and 4250 units of fruit tiller are produced by Pistachio Investigation Institute on a land of 50 da. 
INDUSTRY AND TECHNOLOGY 
Gaziantep has an important place in Turkish economy with its industrial and commercial structure. Gaziantep, in terms of its geographical position, is a commercial center enabling the connection of the industrial cities in west Turkey and the South and meeting the needs of Southeast Anatolia and East and South Anatolia regions. Therefore, it addresses to a wide market. Furthermore, it is important that it is located at the turning point of necessary motorways and  that it is a city carries out import and export with Arab countries. The number of major industrial business in Gaziantep constitutes 4 % of Turkey and this number for the minor industrial business is 6%. 
With its structure and the wide employment opportunities created by the small and medium sized industrial units, it is seen that the 28,72 % of the economically active population work for manufacturing industry. In Gaziantep it attracts attention that the existing facilities at manufacturing sector are mostly located at city center, and that in other towns, other than Nizip, economical structure is developed equivalent to the agricultural industry and agriculture. In Nizip town, there are more than 100 facilities of various sizes manufacturing food, lentil, olive oil and soap. The city industry is the most important manufacturing center in many sectors in Turkey. It is possible to examine the Gaziantep manufacturing in nine main groups, which are; 
1. Food Industry 
2. Textile Industry
3. Chemicals-Plastic Industry
4. Metal and Machinery Industry
5. Automotive Supplies Industry
6. Construction Supplies Industry
7. Leather and Processed Leather products 
8. Forestry, Tree and Paper Products 
9. Electronic Sector
INFRASTRUCTURE
Clean Water System 
The average capacity of the drinking water provided to our city through Pazarcık Kartalkaya Dam and treated in drinking water treatment facilities is daily  250.000 m3/day. The average monthly drinking water provided to the city from different wells located within the city is 10.736.064 m3/month. The length of the transmission line and inter city distribution line by which the water is transmitted is about 1.700 km. The amount of minerals within the water are submitted in the attachment within the context of the “Physical and Chemical Analysis Report” obtained from the dringkin water treatment facility chemical laboratories. 
Waste Water System, Sewerage and Treatment System 
The length of the pipes between the collector where the waste water of the city is collected and discharged and the Waste Water Treatment facility is about 1.700 km. At the city center, there is a waste waster treatment center with a capacity of 200.000 m3/day, by which the domestic waste water is physically and biologically treated. This facility, which was put into operation in 1999, treats the waste water in accordance with the standards of  “Regulation on Water Contamination Control”. 95 % of the waste water of the city is treated in this facility. The treatment facility, which is indented to treat the waste water of the towns and villages recently included in the Metropolitan Municipality, is under project stage and the studies continue. 
WASTE
Domestic Solid Waste 
The average daily solid waste amount in Gaziantep center is about  1000 tons, 215 ton/day of which is collected by the Metropolitan Municipality and 785 ton/days of which is collected by the municipalities of Şehitkamil and Şahinbey. The amount of waste discharged in 2006 is 364.991 ton/year. 
The solid waste collected from residences, commercial offices, companies and organizations are collected in containers and transported to transfer station located near to Ünaldı Post Office by semi-trailers and then discharged at the solid waste storage area at Mazmahor region, 11 km away from city center.  The pressed waste vehicles transports the waste to storage area without stopping at the station. 
Dangerous and Hazardous Waste 
Our work related with the collection, transportation and final discharge and recycling of the dangerous and hazardous waste in a manner separate from the domestic waste continue in an efficient way. 
Medical Waste 
As known, since the medical waste released from hospitals and similar organizations are of potential risk to the health of human and environment they must be subject to special processes. 
The waste released from the medical organizations in our city, are separately collected and decomposed and discharged at the sourse as a result of out studies. Moreover, it is provided to discharge daily  2596,085 kg. of medical waste released from medical organizations in our city and the total amount of the discharged medical waste for 2006 is 947.571,03 kg/year. 
Medical waste is collected separately from the other wastes by a company authorized by Metropolitan Municipalitu and stored and then discharged in a separate area in Solid Waste Discharge Facility. 
Waste Oil 
Waste Oil released from used vehicle oils/lubricants ( motor, differential, hydraulic, brake, anti-freeze, grease, etc), industrial oils (hydraulic system, turbines, compressor, metal cutting and processing, textile, heat transfer, isolation, transformer, mold, bedding oils, etc) and vegetable oild used in health sector. In out city, there is a licensed company recycling the waste metallic oil. 
Vegetable Oil and Animal Fat
In our city the license renewal of works of the company recyling vegetable oil and it continues its activities with Temporary Work permit. 
Batteries and Accumulators 
Some special boxes are located at some pilot regions for the collection of batteries in our city. The discharge of the batteries collected in these special boxes is provided by Metropolitan Municipality. In our city, there are 3 lead melting facility converting the batteries into lead plates by melting them in accordance with the Regulation on the Control of Waste battery and Accumulators, published in the Official Gazette no  25569 dated 31.08.2004 and entered into force on 01.01.2005. these lead melting facilities are carrying out their activities under the license granted to them by our Ministry. Moreover, there are two licensed vehicle transporting the waste accumulators in out city. 
Waste Packages 
With the Regulation, the package manufacturers and the distributors are determined and reminded of their liabilities. Moreover, there located some containers for paper, metal and glass wastes and thus it is started to collect the package wastes separately. Similarly, the companies dealing with recycling are determined and they are made to apply for license.
