Ankara residents call on Gökçek to resign 

The waste of large amounts of drinking water as a result of burst water pipes drew harsh reaction from Ankara citizens suffering from a serious water shortage and drought. With its four-and-half-million residents, the capital of modern Turkey, Ankara is experiencing one of the gravest water shortages in its history, putting the lives of its residents in danger of epidemic diseases. The Greater Ankara Municipality yesterday announced that the city will not get water for at least three days following flooding due to burst water pipes late Monday amid Ankara residents called for the resignation of Mayor Melih Gökçek who has held office since 1994.

“Drought has struck the world suddenly. We didn't presume that God would allow such a disaster…God knows everything. If God wills it, our water shortage will immediately end,” Gökçek said, calling on Ankara citizens to pray for rain.
