KONYA
Geographical state of the city

Konya is situated at the south of Central Anatolia. Most of the region is located on the high plain grounds. The South and Southeast areas are part of the Mediterranean Region. It is situated on 38.257 km² (lakes not included) which means Konya is the largest city in Turkey. Average height is 1.016 meters.
Population

The population of Konya has increased rapidly in the past 70 years reaching a number of 1.943.757.

Drinking - Tab Water Scheme

The total drinking and tab water requirement of the city is 61 million cubic meter per annum. 17 million m³ of which is provided from Altınapa Dam and 44 million m³ from 175 well whose depth and flow varies. Half of these 175 wells are active and the rest operates when needed. The water provided from Altınapa Dam is processed in treatment plants which used to be operated by D.S.İ (Public Waterworks Administration).

Wastewater - Sewerage and Treatment System 

Konya sewerage system consists of the existing sewerage network and the Konya Sewerage Construction which is realized by the Bank of Provinces. The existing sewerage network is formed of 2000 kilometers pipeline which operates in a joint system.

Wastewater of the city is collected by the collecting and bracing pipes of the sewerage network in the main collector pipe and transferred to the elevation centre in Aslım location. Average flow of wastewater transferred is 120.000 m³ per day and is eleveted by four pumps that have a capacity of m³/second and discharged into the main discharging channel that was opened by D.S.İ.

Domestic Solid Waste 

The amount of solid waste produced daily is between 0,29 and 1,62 kg per capita. The solid waste of Konya is is disposed at Aslım where waste is dumped for 25 years wild dumping and which is 7 km away from the city center. The total amount of waste collected in Konya is 849 tones per day in summer and 980 tones per day in winter.
Information on the Waste Market

New approaches in resolving environmental problems are producing less waste by taking necessary precautions at the beginning of the manufacturing process; switch out to eco-friendly manufacture and products and recycling and reusage of the waste. Instead of dealing with the pollution caused by the manufacturing process we prefer efficient use of raw material and energy, less waste disposal, recycling and reusage of waste. A new scheme called WASTE MARKET has been launched in collaboration with TOBB (Turkish Union of Chambers and Commodity Exchanges). The aim is to benefit from waste by using it as raw material and bring it into economy.

What is to be sold at the market?

Process wastes of the industry, by-products, remnants or products thatare not compatible with the regulations are sold to be used as process input in other industrial enterprises.

INDUSTRY IN KONYA
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Located on the main routes of trade including the famous Silk Road since the early periods of history, Konya has been known basically an agricultural province as well as a rich center of archeology. However, recent developments show that the image of Konya is now changing from an agriculture based region to being an industrialized region. Industrial investments became important factor for regional development in Konya besides the impetus coming from agricultural background.
At the early days of the young republic Konya was seen as a poverty strikers city operating as a closed economy limited to the confines of the city. Only a handful artisans and small businesses were operating at those years.
With the impetus coming from public investments made in Konya it began prosper rapidly. The early signs of industrialization in Konya were the agricultural machinery production. Produced mostly in small workshops and factories, the products were sold not only in Konya, but also in other agricultural regions of the country.

During the 1970s Konya experienced a development campaign in every field of business. Following the early investments in food related industries such as flour, macaroni, candies, feed, etc., other factories have followed suit. Today, there are medium to large size factories in the vegetable oil, rubber, plastics, shoe manufacturing, and other sectors. In food sector, 64 mills produces 5 thousand tons of flour Also, there are 34 feed factory who have 464 ions per hour capacity. In the city there were nearly 400 thousand calves and more than 2 million livestock in 1997.

Now becoming almost self-sufficient to ensure an integrated industrial base, the industries in Konya utilizes up-to-date technology and machinery. As an example, paper packaging and printing factories in Konya produce variety of products up to the European standards. Considerable development have been achieved in the iron and other metals casting, machine production, agricultural machinery production and in the automotive sectors.

Aluminum plants are the pride of Konya. The establishment of basic production plant in Seydisehir helped the development of aluminum processing industries around the main manufacturing. A number of private rolling mills produce for national and international customers.

In Konya every conceivable machinery can be manufactured by experienced designers and producers. Among the hot selling machinery in the province are, complete flour processing mills, hydraulic and mechanical presses for metal processing industries, engine repair and renovation mills and giant hydraulic presses.

All machinery produced in Konya has reached the quality level of their European competitors. Machines produced in Konya have been sold successfully in Middle East, African and European countries.

The production of agricultural machinery has a long history in Konya. The producers of agricultural machinery in Konya are proud to be the first exporters of these kinds of products. They were successfully selling their quality products in foreign markets. 45 percent of Turkey's agricultural machinery and equipment exports belong to the Konya producers.
According to the Industry and Business Overall Statistics of the State Institute of Statistics (DEI) in the year 2002 there are 56,185 business places in Konya where 135,443 people are employed. Konya has the highest employment rate in Turkey after Istanbul, Ankara, Izmir, Bursa and Antalya which corresponds to 1% of the whole amount. The number of companies that employs 50 person and more is 263. 8 of these enterprises are state owned, 255 of them are private sector. Total value added to the economy is 276.215.797 billion TRYs. The 68% of this amount is raised by private sector, %32 of it by the state.

An important characteristic of Konya is that its industry is not depending on some particular product but manufactures in a more wide sectoral spectrum. In other words, the manufacturing areas vary from machine to chemistry, from textile to spare parts, from electric-electronic to food and packaging industries. With this diverse product spectrum Konya is a candidate to be the future “Silicone Valley”.

The diversity of manufacturing amongst the companies active in Konya Industry indicates that both Turkish and world economy would be affected on a minimum rate in case of a prospective crisis and a dynamic course of growth. As we can see in the last few years there has been serious frequent fluctuations concerning the product demands. In industrial structures that are not dependent upon one type of product, resistance against these kinds of fluctuations is firm. Moreover, the increase in demand in one of the sectors positively affects the other enterprises. 

Konya, has been a city where entrepreneur sprit has always kept alive and where various economic models and projects have been developed upon recognition of the positive effects of economical power to contribute to the regional and national growth.

Konya, during globalization process, has closely followed world trade and technology, established a proper substructure and kept up with the modern industry. Organised Industry Districts has been established and there have been major technological improvements to become able to compete with the harsh circumstances of the market throughout the world.

There are 80 different production areas in Konya Industry. Mechanical and technological infrastructure is adequate. 40% of the enterprises have special devices and equipments. These are all newly developed technologies. Therefore, national and international investors easily get logistics support and whatever product or service they need. 

Konya, with the venture and growth of the last few years, is today a candidate to become a SME capital in Turkey and aims to be a European SME center in the near future.

 An emerging sector: Textile in Konya 

One of the most important aspects of industry in Konya is that it is active in various fields.  

Dynamism is viewed in the industrial areas such as agricultural products, automotive spare parts, and in all other sectors. Textile sector which has grown with an accelerated pace in recent years is a promising sector for the future of industry in Konya. 

Textile sector in Konya started its activities after the year 1997 and in the last six years it has grown steady, approximately by 300%. Textile sector in Konya usually manufactures for the national market but some of the firms, especially knitwear manufacturers have started to export their products. The sector is especially successful in ready-to-wear clothing and became nation-wide well known. Investors from several cities in Turkey are aware of the growth in Konya and they are planning to invest in Konya.        

There are 300–350 textile manufacturers in Konya. These firms are specialized in ready-to-wear clothing and they are growing rapidly. Konya, which took its place in top 4 or 5, is on the way of quickly becoming a centre for textile industry.

Auto Spare Parts
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Turkey is without doubt the country whose performance in the automobile field is the closest to that observed in Europe. It is the only country in the region (Mediterranean) to possess a completely integrated industry. Over and above the sub-contracting activities, the large order-givers for private vehicles (Renault, Fiat, Toyota, Hyundai and Honda) and those for commercial and industrial vehicles (Ford, Mercedes Benz and Iveco) have assembly plants here. In 2002, 346,565 vehicles were produced in the country, an increase of 28% compared with 2001 (270,685 units) which shows the power of attraction of this territory. The automobile is, in fact, one of the pillars of the Turkish economy. It employs some 500,000 people and brings together more than 1,000 businesses. Assembly operations, initially aimed solely at the local market and protected by customs barriers, have experienced gradual but regular growth in local integration. The most outstanding event was its entry into the customs union with the EU in January. Since this moment, the Turkish automobile industry has lived through a period of rapid change to become gradually a production centre at the service of the world.

Automotive parts production occupies a special position in Konya. Three out of four factories in the country that produce engine valves are in Konya. Out of four piston producers in Turkey 2 factories are in Konya. The highest quality engine barrels are produced in Konya. Valve, piston and barrels are 3 important elements of engine production. In each of these three basic inputs, Konya has an annual production capacity of over 2 million pieces.

Exportation in Konya

According to the field studies of Konya Chamber of Industry, 64% of the manufacturers export. This is the total amount of both the exporter manufacturers and the contract manufactures. 

The export ratio of the year 2005 is over 1 billion US dollars and is constantly increasing.
60% of the export is to European countries. The rest is exported to North Africa, Middle East, Far East and Latin America countries the products being automotive spare parts, marble, mechanical devices, nutrients, plastic and more.

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The major companies have export departments in port cities such as Istanbul, Izmir and Mersin and the export is recorded to be from these cities. Therefore and according to our survey for Konya Chamber of Industry members, total export figure of the city is well over than 1 Billion USD.

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Research & Development
From now on Konya intends to build up its economy through implementation of scientific projects.
