Fifth World Water Forum to be held in Istanbul .
Istanbul wins the bid to host the Fifth World Water Forum in 2009. The forum will bring together thousands of experts in the field of water conservation who in turn will bring water policies to the international fore and will provide an opportunity for the water community and policy-and-decision-makers from all over the world to come together and establish links, debate and attempt to find solutions to achieve water security.  Organizers say, as hosts, Istanbul's residents and leaders will be encouraged to conserve water

The event is expected to draw 20,000 experts from 160 countries and will be managed by Perl PCO, a joint venture between Turkish firms VIP Tourism and Figür Tourism. 

The forum is organized by the World Water Council every three years and is often referred to as the “Water Olympics.” The forum has been held since 1997 with the last one taking place in Mexico City in 2006. The theme of the forum in Istanbul will be “Bridging Divides for Water.”

Nuclear companies gamble on future of Turkey 

Greenpeace Turkey called on the government to give up gambling on the country's future by launching nuclear stations, in a written statement yesterday. The government not only makes legal processes that encourage nuclear energy but will also call on the nuclear companies to make an offer in the bid, the campaigning organization said. 

Greenpeace members, representing international companies who sell nuclear reactors such as French Areva, American GE and Russian Atomstroyexport, imitate gamblers playing on the Turkish map. 

Nuclear energy is losing its status in the world because it is expensive, polluted, and dangerous, she said. “If this government really wants clean and sustainable energy, it should encourage investment in renewable and smart energies, not on nuclear energy,” she said. The use of renewable energy is rising globally, but Turkey has no legal or political goal to encourage it, said Greenpeace in its written statement. 

Environmentalists oppose mines in Marmaris 

Environmentalists in Muğla's Marmaris district established an “Anti-Mine Commission” to show their reaction against the manganese mine search by a firm, claiming its considerable damage to the environment, living creatures and tourism. Entrepreneur Mehmet Bekmez's application to restart manganese diggings in İçmeler district caused environmentalists to take action. 

Volunteer animal protectors wanted 

Konak municipality and İzmir Environment and Forestry Provincial Directorate are looking for volunteers for the prevention of cruelty to animals. Volunteers will be responsible for feeding, nurturing and treatment of street animals. They will receive a two-day-training before taking up their duties. People living within Konak's borders are able to benefit from a new system to be protected from street animals.    

Baby seal ‘Badem' stays in gulf 

The baby seal “Badem,” found injured on the shores of Aydın's Didim district last year, was released into the sea in Gökova after its treatment ended. However Badem didn't leave the district and the warm interest of locals continues. When Badem comes to shore, citizens feed the seal and care for it. 

Blue Flag Jury meets in Foça 

This year's beach and marina candidates for Blue Flag Award in Turkey will be evaluated at a meeting in Foça. The meeting is being organized by Turkey Environment Education Association (TÜRÇEV). The meeting is scheduled for Saturday. A national jury will appraise the candidate beaches and marinas. The beaches and marinas, receiving approval for blue flag qualification will be forwarded for international approval. The International Jury will meet in April in Copenhagen to determine the final list and they will declare the winners in May. 

Rally to bring summer excitement to Antalya: 
People on summer holidays in Antalya will have some exciting sporting action this summer to keep them entertained as the city hosts a leg of the World Rally Championship (WRC). The eighth leg of the event will be held in Antalya from June 13-15. Antalya Governor Alaaddin Yüksel said the WRC was first held in Turkey in 2003 and was a success. 
British couple cycles through Turkey 
Anne Neale Reed, 61, and Ken Reed, 62, a British couple who have been traveling across Europe using a tandem bicycle arrived in Antalya's Kaş district Thursday. The couple has been cycling for more than 1,500 kilometers in Turkey, starting from İzmir and traveling through Çeşme, Bodrum, Marmaris, Fethiye and Kalkan. They will cycle in Turkey for another month. 

Environmentalists anxious about Menderes River 

The Agriculture Ministry's recent decision to relocate fish farms from the Akbük Gulf to Büyük Menderes River Basin within the borders of a national park has drawn reaction from environmentalists. 

“The demand for increasing fish production capacity from 20 tons to 980 tons and for raising the numbers of fish farms from 15 to some 100 will cause a reduction in the size of the Menderes River Basin,” said Ecosystem Preservation and Nature Lovers Association (EKODOST) Chairman Bahattin Sürücü.   “Because of the strict control of fish farms in European Union countries, Greek fishermen in particular are trying to establish connections with Turk fish farm owners,” added Sürücü. “Fish farms have mostly invaded the western part of the Aegean shores except for this little part of Büyük Menderes River Basin. Our natural and cultural values are exposed to continual destruction; we should all be sensitive.” 

Chevrolet to focus on LPG car production 

Chevrolet Turkey aims to convert 1,400 cars to consume liquefied petroleum gas (LPG) this year, doubling the number compared to 2007 and aims to conquer a 2 percent market share of passenger cars in Turkey. 

LPG is a mixture of hydrocarbon gases used as a fuel in heating appliances and vehicles and is increasingly replacing chlorofluorocarbons as an aerosol propellant and a refrigerant to minimize damage to the ozone layer. 

Chevrolet converted 700 passenger cars to use LPG in 2007. “We have a special transformation program with a three year warranty to support car dealers. The reason we have decided to focus on LPG this much is because it cuts down on the maintenance costs of cars and also reduces their impact on the environment,” they said. 

First jumbo jet powered by biofuel 

Virgin Atlantic conducted the world's first commercial aircraft flight powered with biofuel yesterday. The goal is to show biofuels will produce less carbon dioxide than normal jet fuels during the London-to-Netherlands flight, and that airlines could one day use biofuels to reduce their damage to the environment. 

Some analysts praised the Boeing 747 test flight as a potentially useful experiment. But others criticized it as a publicity stunt by Virgin entrepreneur Richard Branson, and noted it comes as scientists are questioning the environmental benefits of biofuels. Even if biofuels reduce airline's CO2 emissions, they will still produce significant air pollution of particles and oxides of nitrogen in the upper atmosphere, they said.
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
